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CIVIL AIR PATROL AIRCRAFT MAINTENANCE MANAGEMENT

All areas marked in gray have changed, been added to, or deleted since last change issued 1 March, 2006. 

CAPR 66-1, 1 February 2000 is supplemented as follows:

4.a. All maintenance money will be accounted for according to each aircraft tail number. The Wing will keep as accurate as possible current balances on each aircraft, which will be available on demand by the squadron commander managing that particular CAP asset.  The current maintenance charge will be calculated semi annually in January and July, using the guidance in paragraph 14 of CAPR 66-1. This calculation will be matched against the chart provided in CAPR -173-3 and a new rate will be determined. If there is a change in rates, notification to all Groups and Squadron Commanders that have aircraft will show the new charge and an effective date. Commananders will establish a charge and maintain an account for fixed charges such as hanger fees. There is no maintenance charge to the squadrons for flight hours reimbursed by USAF and some other agencies. When the monthly payment is sent any outside reimbursed hours should be annotated.
4.a.1 The hourly flying charge is: for C-172 with less than 199 hp = $35.00 / hour, for C-172 and C182 between 200 & 249 hp = $44.00 / hour, for C-182 between 250-299 hp = $62.00 / hour. All total payments will be calculated by using the HOBBS meter in the ALWG Aircraft.
5.a. The following packet will be mailed to the Wing Maintenance Officer by the 5th of each month.
· ALWG Form 18

· The original CAP Form 99 – also send a copy to Wing HQ.

· ALWG Form 1
· A copy ALWG Form 4 the Aircraft Discrepancy Log.

· The aircraft flight records and discrepancy log (cover sheet).

· A check for the maintenance fees for the month.

Note: Squadron failing to submit these reports will automatically be grounded as of the 10th of the month. Commanders will submit to their Wing Commander, a written explanation of their failure to comply with this supplement and their actions to prevent any future failures, prior to restoration of flying privileges.

8.a. All ALWG aircraft participating in any funded mission will arrive with a completed CAPF-71, CAP Aircraft Inspection Checklist. This checklist will be used to inspect each aircraft. Any aircraft failing this inspection may be grounded until corrections are made and may not be funded for that mission.
11.f.(1) All aircraft will use cargo nets when carrying aft baggage. The PIC will note the additional weight on a Weight and Balance Form for that flight.

11.h.(1) The ALWG Maintenance Officer will supply an initial minimum survival kit for each aircraft, at the beginning of each new Wing Command change. It is the responsibility of each squadron commander to insure the aircraft they manage has this kit or a like kit in the aircraft at all times. Commanders may, at their expense, add extra items to these kits based on their evaluation of their crew exposure.
11.i. Each aircraft will have an aircraft 3 wring binder in it that comprises the Aircraft Information file referenced in CAPR 60-1, Para. 2-9. This binder will be furnished by the ALWG Maintenance Officer and will be maintained by the individual squadrons. All items on the index will be placed in the binder and the squadron will document and update any logbook entries noted on the book instructions. If copies of the proper pages from the aircraft log are in the binder, the aircraft logbooks do not have to be in the aircraft. 

These pages include the following from the aircraft logbook:

1. Last oil change

2. Annual Inspection

3. Transponder Check

4. Pilot Static Check

5. ELT Battery Replacement

6. Corrosion Control Application

7. These copies will be used ILO the actual logbooks. If these copies are not present, or if the logbooks are not available, the aircraft will not be reimbursed for any funded mission.

8. Flight Risk Assessment

12. c.(1) Aircraft maintenance and repair expenditures signatory approval rates are; Squadron Commanders $100.00 - $250.00, Maintenance Officer $251.00 +.
16.c. A $750.00 deposit for the wing maintenance fund is required, payable to the ALWG, prior to an initial assignment of an aircraft to a squadron that has not managed an aircraft for over 1 year. If an aircraft becomes available to rotate between squadrons, the maintenance account will follow that particular aircraft, as per the tail number. The squadron managing the aircraft is responsible for collecting the hourly rate charges and remitting the money and all required reporting to all those having authority over this particular asset.
