Safety

CIVIL AIR PATROL SAFETY RESPONSIBILITIES AND PROCEDURES
CAPR 62-1, 1 Sept 04, is supplement as follows:

1b.  The Wing Safety Officer is responsible directly to the Wing Commander.  Wing staff members and squadron commanders will take action as necessary to detect and correct unsafe conditions within their respective areas.  Unsafe acts or conditions noted during staff visits, training activities, cadet activities, or emergency services missions will be reported to the Wing Safety Officer.  Each member of the Alabama Wing should consider himself/herself a Safety Officer and is therefore charged with individual accident prevention.  The Wing Commander safety philosophy and policies will be published in letterform and appropriately displayed within each unit.

1b(1).   Added.   Unit Commanders will encourage pilot participation in the FAA Pilot Proficiency Program.  As a minimum, pilots should complete at least one phase each calendar year. Stan/Eval pilots will endorse any CAP pilots FAA Proficiency Pilot Cards. Pilots completing a phase are authorized one hour of flight coded C18. The wing will absorbed the maintenance fee for that hour. In order to claim this hour, a copy of the phase completion certificate must be enclosed with the AL form 18. 
1c (1).  Added.  Each squadron will submit a quarterly Safety Activity Report (AL WG Fm 6) to the Wing Safety Officer.  The report will be submitted to arrive at Wing Headquarters not later than 30 days following the end of each calendar quarter.

2a.  Unit commanders will notify Wg Hq/SE on Quarterly Safety Activity Report each time a safety officer is appointed.  The unit will provide name, rank, home phone, business phone and appointment orders of newly appointed individual.

2b(1).  Each unit will conduct some type of safety meeting monthly.  The meeting will be documented to include subject covered and names of attendees.  Suggested themes for monthly meetings are listed on the wing web page.  Other topics appropriate for safety meetings are outlined in CAPR 62-1, Attachment 2.
2b(3). The Wing Safety Officer will provide accident prevention materials to units.  These materials may be used for safety meetings and will complement the suggested themes.

2f.  Each and unit will accomplish an internal safety survey each calendar year utilizing Alabama Wing Form 4 (Safety Survey).  A copy of the survey will be forwarded to Wg Hq/SE not later than 31 December annually.

8.  The FAA Accident Prevention Specialist, Birmingham FSDO, documents and computerizes names of all pilots in Alabama who participate in the FAA Pilot Proficiency Program.  Names of CAP members who participate in the program will be extracted and appropriate information submitted periodically to National Hq/SE. Wing units will also be polled by memo for names of individuals who may have participated in areas other than Birmingham.  This data will be consolidated with the computer listing prior to submission to National Hq.  The Wing Safety Officer will submit final report for calendar year completions by 15 January each year.
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10.  Added.  Wing safety award program:


a.  The Harry J Howes Safety Award will be presented annually to the squadron judged to have the most outstanding accident prevention program.  The award, consisting of an appropriately engraved plaque, will normally be presented at the annual Wing Conference.  Award criteria will consist of reporting (annual safety survey, quarterly reports), mishap record, safety program activities, and mission accomplishment.  Unit may nominate themselves if desired.  The Wing Commander, deputy commander, and safety officer will determine award recipient.  Selection will be accomplished 45 days prior to the annual wing conference.


c.  An engraved plaque will be presented annually to the most outstanding unit Safety Officer.  Nominations from units will be solicited.  Award criteria will be based primarily on safety program activities, timely and accurate reporting, and participation in unit/wing activities.  Selection and presentation will be same as the Harry J Howes Safety Award.
