OPERATION AND MAINTENANCE OF CIVIL AIR PATROL OWNED VEHICLES

CAPR 77-1, 1 Apr 2004, is supplemented as follows:

3.a.All wing vehicles must have State of Alabama license plates obtained, issued, and controlled by the Wing Transportation Officer.  Existing license plates will be renewed annually by the Wing Transportation Officer and updated registration stickers forwarded to units possessing the vehicles.

4.a.4)All applications for a CAPF 75 shall be forwarded to the wing transportation officer on an ALWG Form 9 with the supporting documentation attached.

4. c.1.A copy of the most current state driver’s license will be forwarded to the wing transportation officer.

7b.1.Vehicle operators and passengers will use available seat belts at all times.  No one, under any circumstances, will ride on the fender, bumper, hood, trunk, or roof of any CAP Vehicle.

8b.1.Routine maintenance will be the responsibility of using unit.  Vehicles will be washed on a monthly basis. All vehicle maintenance shall be recorded on an ALWG Form 10 and filed in the Vehicle Information Folder.
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
