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ADVANCED COMMUNICATOR CERTIFICATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Operation Alabama Wing Instructions: Reference - CAPR 100-1,

2. POLICY: This operating instruction establishes the procedure for certifying a member as a Advanced Communicator. The first step is to have each member of the class obtain a personal copy of CAPR 100-1. Alabama Wing policy requires that each student and or operator own a personal copy. The 100-1 is the radio operator's "BIBLE" and the ACUT orientation is based on it's contents, as well as knowledge of Alabama Wing communication policy. The regulation may be ordered from the National Bookstore or downloaded from the National Headquarters’ website.

3. REQUIREMENTS: Personnel applying for CAPF 76-A must receive an orientation on radio operation, safety, prowords, frequencies and setup. Upon completion of the orientation the member must take and pass a written, open book test.  This test is a controlled item that may only be obtained by the Unit Communications Officer from National HQ.
